Section 1. On July 14, 2004, the Board of Education of the Township of Barnegat, in
the County of Ocean, New Jeys (the "Board"), heretofore issued its School Bonds, in the
principal amount of $9,139, 000, dated July
Board is hereby authorized to refund all or a portion of the $6,084,000 outstanding 2004 School
District Bonds maturing on and after July 15, 2015, and to provide for the payment of the costs
or expenses of issuing refunding bonds.

Section 2.  In order to finance the cost of the purpose described in Section 1 hereof,
negotiable general obligation refundibgnds (the "Refunding Bonds") are hereby authorized to
be issued in the principal amount not to exceed $7,000,000 pursududt $0A 18A:2461.1 to

Section 3.  An aggregate amount not exceeding $150,000 for costs of issuing the
Refunding Bonds abeen included in the aggregate principal amount of Refunding Bonds
authorized herein.

Section 4.  The purpose of the refunding is to effect an interest cost savings for the
Board.

Section 5. A certified copy of this refunding bond ordinance as intoaduon first
reading has been filed with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the
Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey prior to final adoption, together
with a complete statement in the form prescribed by tmecr and signed by the Business
Administrator of the Board as to the obligations to be refunded by the issuance of the Refunding
Bonds authorized herein.

Section 6.  This refunding bond ordinance shall take effect after the consentofdhe
Finance Board has been endorsed upon a certified copy of this refunding bond ordinance as
finally adopted.

In order to finance the cost of the Energy Savings Improvement Program,
negotiable refunding bonds (the "Refunding Bonds") are hereby authorized to be issued in the
principal amount not to exceed $5,500,000 pursuaht.dJoS.A 18A:18A4.6 and 18A:2461.1
to 61.12.

Section 3.  An aggregate amount not exceeding $125,000 for costs of issuing the
Refunding Bonds has been included in the aggregate principal amount of iRgfidwhds
authorized herein.

Section 4. In anticipation of the issuance of the Refunding Bonds, negotiable bond
anticipation notes or temporary notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within
the limitations prescribed bM.J.S.A 18A:18A4.6 and 18A:243. All notes issued hereunder
shall mature at such times as may be determined by the business administrator, provided that no
note shall mature later than one year from its date. The notes shall bear interest at such rate or
rates and bén such form as may be determined by the business administrator. The business
administrator shall determine all matters in connection with notes issued pursuant to this
ordinance, and the business administrator's signature upon the notes shall bevecevlilsince
as to all such determinations. The business administrator is hereby authorized to sell part or all
of the notes from time to timat public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers
thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchasmeplus accrued interest from their dates to the
date of delivery thereof. The business administrator is directed to report in writing to the Board
at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the notes pursuant to this
ordinanceis made. Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and
the maturity schedule of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

Section 5. A certified copy of this refunding bond ordinance as introduaedirst
reading has been filed with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the
Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey prior to final adoption, together
with a complete statement in the form prescribed by the Direstd signed by the Business
Administrator of the Board as to the obligations to be refunded by the issuance of the Refunding
Bonds authorized herein.

Board of Education of Barnegat Township

WHEREAS, the Board of Education of Barnegat Township has determined at a
of legal meeting of the governing body of the Board, to designate OceanFirst Bank as an approved
depository for the Board of Education’s funds for the performance of banking transactions;
